Revocation of Consent

The SC 2-1-1 Information Collaborative (South Carolina HMIS) is a database used to improve the coordination of services that support people who are homeless or at risk of homelessness and to better understand homelessness, improve service delivery, and evaluate the effectiveness of services provided. 

If you have previously signed the HMIS Client Release of Information or have verbally consented to share your information with other service providers that utilize the HMIS, you may choose to revoke your consent-you will not be denied any benefits or services for which you are eligible. If you choose to revoke consent, all information about you and your household already in the database will remain in the system, but no new information you provide will be shared.
